What Are We Waiting For?

Most who profess a belief in Jesus Christ are waiting for some sort of return by Him. Unfor-
tunately, erroneous teachings on this subject dominate most of the denominations. Nearly all
the well-known televangelists hold to some form of "Premillennialism™. This name is given
for a variety of doctrines that originated with the teaching that Christ failed in His attempt
to establish His Kingdom upon His first coming, and that He set up the Church instead as
a temporary measure. They teach that He will one day return and successfully establish an
earthly Kingdom for 1000 years after the Battle of Armageddon.

However, Jesus equates His church to His kingdom. (Matthew 16:18-19) Over 1900 years
ago, Paul said, "For He rescued (past tense) us from the domain of darkness, and transferred
(past tense again) us to the kingdom of His beloved Son, in whom we have redemption, the
forgiveness of sins." (Colossians 1:13) In the same context, he said, "He is also head of the
body, the church...” (Colossians 1:18) John wrote "...to the seven churches that are in
Asia" (Revelation 1:4), and a few verses later claimed to be a fellow-partaker in the kingdom
in Jesus. "I, John, your brother and fellow partaker in the tribulation and kingdom and per-
severance which are in Jesus..." (Revelation 1:9) It boggles my mind that anyone can miss,
ignore, or explain away these clear and simple statements. Nevertheless, they did and they
do!

During the time of the writing of the New Testament, some had already "gone astray from
the truth saying that the resurrection has already taken place, and thus they upset the
faith of some." (2Timothy 2:18) Paul said, "And their talk will spread like gan-
grene.” (2Timothy 2:17) Nothing has changed. We should not be surprised when this kind of
talk still spreads like a disease.

Today (unless they have recently changed it) just like those two men of whom Paul wrote,
the official doctrine of the denomination known as "Jehovah's Witnesses" is that the resur-
rection has already taken place. They teach that Jesus returned in a “secret coming" in
1914. This doctrine came about after their multiple failed attempts, beginning in 1874, to
predict the return of Christ accurately. They said that Christ had already resurrected the
dead saints and "raptured" them along with the living saints. They said that only the un-
righteous living and resurrected were left here. They further stated that, by the miraculous
power of God, nobody could even remember the existence of the "raptured" saints. Had |
been there in 1914, my first question to the head of their church would have been, "If only
the unrighteous are still here, then why are you still here?"

I have only given two examples of false teaching on the resurrection and return of Christ -
one from the Bible and one from a current denomination. There are many more "versions™ of
the doctrine of premillennialism. The basic gist of them all is to give the false hope that one
will have a second chance to "get it right", albeit under very difficult circumstances called the
"Great Tribulation". Nevertheless, the Bible still says, "And inasmuch as it is appointed for
men to die once and after this comes judgment." (Hebrews 9:27)

So, what does the Bible teach, and what are we waiting for? This is it: "For the Lord Him-
self will descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel, and with the
trumpet of God; and the dead in Christ shall rise first. Then we who are alive and remain
shall be caught up together with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the air, and thus we
shall always be with the Lord. Therefore comfort one another with these
words." (1Thessalonians 4:16-18) How clear, simple, and comforting the truth is to those
who accept it.
